Dr. Montessor! {s a_ graduate of the
Unlversnty of Rome, and holds the degree
“in medjcine as well as that of doctor of

; philosophy. Having entered the educa-
tional flield she first applied hergelf for
tho years to a study. of detective chil-
{ dren. She then concluded that she pre-
.ferred to work with normal children, and
' returning to the University of Rome
,speut three years in training for this
. work. In 196 she began to perfect the sys-
{ tem, or rather series of principles which
"are ‘now attracting the .attention and
- recelving the commendation of the lead-
"ing educators of the world.. I dlscusslng
’hnr system, Dr. Montessori sa a:
*“The system in which I am interested
ta.nd to which I am devoting myself is
based on a serles of principles, the two
fundainental ones of which are:-
{ “Children shall be met ‘with: no. art!'ﬁcial
’interterence in the schoolroom—they. are
! disciplined by the work they do.. - .-
! “Secondly, in all the work that the child
! does there .shall be a separatton of the
' mental and physical acts involved."
“The desks and seats used in the aver-
age public schools are barborous affairs,”
she remarked. Future generations will
iplace them In museums. as examples of
! torturing instrumentaiities used in this
enlightened age.’

No Place for Pumshment

“We do not use the term teacher, but
}director. The director is.present to re-
