Interest in the Montessorl system of
child education. which may eventually
cause this system tu be tried out in the
public schools of this chy and make
Wushington the Montessori center of
America. has been stimulated through
the establishment of a school under the
ausplces of Dr. and Mrs. Alexander
Graham Bell at their home, 1331 Con-
necticut avenue. Besides Dr. and Mrs.
Bell. a number of prominent women in
the National Caplial have become inter-
ested in promoting the Italian system of
education. and are ursing that it be In-
troduced in the public schools of the
city.

A large room in Dr. Bell's residence is
used as the home for the school, and
Miss Anne George. the firat American
zraduate of Dottoressa Maria Montes-
sori, of Rome, and the trunslator of the
teacher's book into English, with DMiss
Tioberta TFletcher, 1is conducting the
<chool. The children have been following
instruction under the new method since
November. and those who have wit-
nessed their progress pronounce it to be
remarkable.
